Programme:

1. There will be a total of four (4) scholarships awarded per calendar year, two (2) to male
players, and two (2) to female players.

2. Each scholarship will be One Thousand Dollars ($1,000) for a cumulative total of Four
Thousand dollars ($4,000) per calendar year.

General Eligibility:

1. A student enrolled in Grade 12 or equivalent and graduating during the current

calendar year.

. A student who maintains a minimum average of 75% during both Grade 12 semesters.

. A candidate who has played in the South Region Soccer League for a minimum of 3
years.

. A candidate who has exemplified qualities of fair play, academic and athletic excellence,
and leadership skills both on and off the field.

. A candidate that has been accepted (or will be by the end of the current soccer season)
at a recognized College or University to attend full-time studies.

. A candidate who has been involved in community service work.

. Application to be submitted prior to July 1* of each calendar year.

Documents To Be Submitted With Application:

1. Transcript of your academic record.

2. Letter of recommendation from your school.

3. Letter of recommendation from your soccer coach.

4. Reference letters are not required, but can be submitted.

Scholarship Payment:

Scholarship awards will be paid by cheque in the amount of One Thousand Dollars CDN
($1,000) to each recipient, and will be presented at the conclusion of the U-18 League Cup
Final during Trophy presentations after the game.
